support them to place creativity and cultural learning at the heart of their
plans, activities and settings

n Create and develop strategic relationships with the national Find Your Talent
partners, local and regional arts organisations

and locally developed programmes

n Secure sustainability beyond FYT funding by
creating local practitioner hubs, co-ordinated by a
dedicated Cultural Development Service

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The Find Your Talent North Somerset
pathfinder is being delivered in three stages:

Inspiration
Children and young people experience a wide variety of exciting cultural
activity through the Culture In, Passport to Culture and Collaborative
strands.  These are designed to encourage a greater involvement,
enjoyment and understanding of creative arts and culture.

Enterprise
Creating opportunities for children and young people to design and
deliver their own cultural activities, and develop skills and structures
through a network of cultural hubs called Create Culture Groups which
can be sustained at the end of the funding. 

We will use the Arts Award to give young people the necessary skills,
develop their own arts practice, work alongside professional artists,
research creative career pathways, and peer lead.

Real Change
Enabling young people to collaborate with professionals and
organisations to shape and deliver other cultural programmes and
services, beginning with assessing designs for new play areas through
our £1.5m Playbuilder programme.

Our Achievements – Year 1 facts and figures
n Over 12,000 children and young people actively participating

in over 100 creative and cultural projects. 

n Over 85 North Somerset primary and secondary schools, and
youth settings engaged with the North Somerset pathfinder. 

n Create Culture Group pilots established in 15 primary,
secondary and special schools.

n 60 teachers and youth workers trained as Arts Award Advisers,
and implementing the Arts Award scheme within their settings 

n Creating a network of cultural practitioners to help deliver the
aspirations of children and young people.

n Professionals supported to hear inspirational speakers such as
Sir Ken Robinson.

n Emerging project partners include The National Trust, North
Somerset Museum, North Somerset Library Service, South West
Screen, Goblin Combe Environment Centre, Curzon Cinema,
Weston College, Barnardos, Avon and Somerset Police, Youth
Dance England, National Portrait Gallery, Sea Change, and
Playbuilder programmes.
