Free travel

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Concessionary Travel for disabled people
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The Diamond
Travelcard Pass

If you have one of the eligible disabilities listed on page 4, you
qualify for free bus travel anywhere in England. There are time
restrictions on when you can use your Travelcard. Please see
details on page 7.

There is no limit to the number of journeys that can be made.
To qualify for free travel, however, passholders will be required
to show their Diamond Travelcard to the driver.

Passholders are entitled to free travel anywhere in England. They
can also travel on direct bus services X10, X11 and X14 from
Bristol and South Gloucestershire across to Chepstow and
Newport. However, Diamond Travelcards cannot be used for travel
on services anywhere within Wales.

Charter standard

North Somerset’s charter standard means that we aim to respond
to all requests for information or applications for passes within 10
working days from receipt in the Travelcard Office.



Applicants must be residents of North Somerset and must provide
proof of their age or disability, their address and a photograph.
The pass is issued free of charge. If you are 60 years old or older,
you should fill in the shorter application form available in the blue
booklet and you will then be issued with an older person’s pass.

Eligibility for a disabled pass depends on providing proof that
you satisfy one of the criteria set out in the application form for
the following disabilities:

You do not have arms or have long-term loss of use of both arms
You are profoundly or severely deaf

You are without speech

You are blind or partially sighted

You have a disability or have suffered an injury which has a
substantial and long term adverse effect on your ability to walk

You have a significant learning difficulty which includes a
significant impairment of intelligence and social functioning

You are unable to drive for medical reasons and have had your
driving licence revoked on medical grounds or your application
for a licence has been or would be refused on medical grounds,
other than on the grounds of persistent misuse of alcohol or drugs.
(Someone with a severe mental illness may qualify under this
category.)

Further details on eligibility under any of the above criteria, and
how to prove it, are included within the application form.

Applicants who can only travel by public bus service with the help of
a carer or companion can apply for a special Diamond Travelcard
pass with a red C printed on the top right hand corner of the pass.
This pass will allow your companion to travel free when travelling
with you in the Diamond Travelcard area. This is a local addition
to the national scheme and so may not be usable outside our area.

Anyone issued with a companion card will be expected to provide
medical support that they are profoundly frail or have a disability
and require the assistance of a companion at all times when
travelling on buses. Companion passes will not be issued to
children under the age of 11.

This benefit is provided at the discretion of the council and North
Somerset Council reserves the right to change or withdraw this
benefit at any time.

The technology involved in printing the passes means we cannot
print them instantly for personal callers. All application forms will be
forwarded to the Diamond Travelcard Office where they will be
assessed and processed. If successful, applicants will receive a
Travelcard via the post. Some applicants will be asked to provide
more information and may be contacted by an Occupational
Therapist employed by the council to carry out a further assessment.

Travelcards are issued for periods up to five years. Once you have
received a Travelcard, you will receive an automatic reminder of
when it is due to expire. It is important that you let us know if you
move house, so we can make sure reminders are correctly addressed.



When can a Diamond Travelcard be used?

On Mondays to Fridays, you can only use the pass after 2am
in the Diamond Travelcard area (see map on page 10).
Outside this area in England you can use your pass between
9.30am to 11pm on Mondays to Fridays.

There are no time restrictions on the use of the Diamond Travelcard
on Saturdays, Sundays and Bank Holidays anywhere in England.

Diamond Travelcard conditions

You must apply on the official application form and a separate
form must be completed for each applicant

Any change of circumstances including change of name
or address should be notified to North Somerset Council
(contact details on page 8)

The Diamond Travelcard pass is not transferable and can only
be used by the person in whose name it is issued

Passes are issued by and are the property of North Somerset
Council, so please do not trouble the bus operators

In the event of any dispute over use with a bus operator,
please contact the Diamond Travelcard Office.

North Somerset Council will not be liable for any fares paid
direct to bus operators.



Lost or stolen passes

If your pass is lost or stolen, please contact the Travelcard Office
for information on how to obtain a replacement (details below).
Smartcards are expensive and we will charge for a replacement
pass unless you have a crime reference number, in which case the
charge may be waived.

Change of address

Please notify the Travelcard Office of any change of address or
other personal details. If you move out of the North Somerset
Council areq, please notify the Travelcard Office and return your
Diamond Travelcard. You will need to apply to your new local
authority for a new national card.

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What benefits are offered
by the Diamond Travelcard?
Passholders can travel FREE of charge on all local buses in

England, subject to the time restrictions outlined on page 7.

In the Diamond Travelcard area, passes can be used on all
local bus services, local Park and Ride services and the Bristol
International Airport Flyer.

Passes are NOT valid on:
Coach travel (except on some local journeys).

Sightseeing buses in Bristol and Bath.

Park and Ride services in Taunton and may not be accepted
on other Park and Ride services outside the Diamond Travelcard
area.

Rail and ferry services.
Tram, underground and metro services.

Local bus services in Scotland, Northern Ireland, Isle of Man,
Channel Islands or Wales. However, passholders can travel
on direct bus services X10, X11 and X14 from Bristol and
South Gloucestershire across to Chepstow and Newport and

back.

Community Transport (though a reduced concession may
be available on selected services).



The Diamond Travelcard Partnership Area

In this area you can board local
buses after 2am Mondays to
Fridays and all day Saturdays,
Sundays and Bank Holidays.

Passholders can travel on direct
bus services X10, X11 and X14
from Bristol and South
Gloucestershire across to

Chepstow and Newport

and back. ~ S0UTH
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Outside this area you can
board buses anywhere in
England between 9.30am and
11pm on Mondays to Fridays
and all day on Saturdays,
Sundays and Bank Holidays.



Safe Travel Tips

Take care and hold the handrail whilst getting on and off the
bus.

Sit down at the first available seat — certain seats are
designated for the use of elderly and disabled persons.

Hold the handrail whilst seated if possible.
Please keep the gangway clear.

When you want to get off, notify the driver by ringing the bell in
plenty of time.

Remain seated until the bus has stopped.
