North Somerset Youth Fund – How to complete the application form.

Section One

This section is for you to give us details about your group or club. If you are not part of a formal group or club, you can leave this section blank.

Please provide us with the name of your group or club. If your group does not have a name, you can either choose one or just leave this blank.

Please give us the address where your group or club usually meets. This is so that we know which area of North Somerset you are based in and so that we know were you are if the panel want to arrange to visit you.

Section Two

This section is about the young person or young people who are applying for the funding. Often more than one young person will be involved in the ideas or projects your want money for.

The name you give here will be the young person who we will write to about your application and the address where we can reach them. Please write down your age. You must be between 13 and 19 years old to apply to the Youth Funds.
We ask for a telephone number and e-mail address. Sometimes the panel ask for some additional information before making a decision on an application. Having a telephone number and/or email address means that we can often get this information quickly to help the panel make a final decision.

Please indicate how many young people were involved in making this application. We may need to ask you for more information about this later (especially if your application is successful) and this is to help us to provide some information about the involvement of young people to the government.

Section Three
This section is to tell us about the adult (someone aged 18 or more) who is supporting your application to the Youth Fund. We will send copies of any letters or other information about your application to them as well as to the young person named in the section Two.

It is helpful for us to understand how you know them so we have made some suggestions which you can just tick. If none of these applies, please tick the ‘other’ box and make a note of how you know them.

Section Four
This is the bit where you tell us all about your project.

Please give us a brief description of your project. We don’t need any great detail at this point but you should try to include the following points:

· Why is this project needed?

· Where will it take place?

· What will the project actually involve?

· Who will be involved in the project?

If there is not enough room on the form, just add an extra sheet.

It is helpful for us to know whether you charge people to attend your club or group. If you do, please tell us how much. If you charge some thing other than an entrance fee (for example an annual subscription charge), please make a note of that here.

To help us to prioritise applications, we need to know when you expect the project to start. Please make sure that you put a date in here (and not ‘ASAP’, or ‘When we get the money’!) otherwise we will not be able to process your form and it will be returned to you. 

We need to know when we are likely to see the results of your project so please tell us when you expect the project to finish. This helps us to plan for when we will be able to look at project reports and when the panel could visit the project to see how the money was used. Please make sure that you enter a date here (and not ‘ongoing’, for example) otherwise we will have to return the form to you. 

Please let us know how many young people will benefit from your project. This does not have to be an exact figure but an estimate helps the panel to take account of the range of young people who will benefit from the funding.

Please give us the total cost of your project. This should include all the costs for the project.

Let us know how much you are asking for from the Youth Funds. Make sure that you have read the guidance which gives you some ideas of what the panel will not give money for.

If there is a difference between the cost of the project and how much you are asking for, please say where the rest of the money is coming from (for example, are young people contributing to the cost? Has someone else given money towards the project?).

Finally in this section, please provide a breakdown of the costs of your project. This will show how you have come to the figures for the cost of your project and will give the panel an idea of what you expect to spend the money on.

Section Five
This section gives the panel more information about how your project meets the criteria they have agreed for giving out money from the funds.

The Every Child Matters outcomes are areas the government believes that we should be focussing our work with young people on. In order for your application to be successful, your project must meet at least one of these outcomes. Please tick the outcomes which apply to your project and describe how it will meet them. We believe that it is important that when young people achieve something it is recognised. This is why we have asked you to provide details of any awards or certificates which young people will receive as a part of this project.

If there is any other information you think the panel should know about your project to help them make a decision, please make sure that you include it. If you can not fit it on the form, just add an additional sheet or paper.

Finally, make sure that the form is signed by a young person and by the sponsoring or supporting adult and send the form back to us at the address shown.
