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British Council 
The British Council offer a wide range of programmes that can help schools promote the international dimension in the classroom. A number of these include grant funding.
Comenius School partnerships
These enable pupils and staff from across Europe to work together on joint projects. Partnerships can be bilateral (involving two schools) or multilateral (involving at least three schools from three difference European countries). Deadline for UK applications 31 January 2008. 
Comenius Professional development

This programme provides funding to enable teachers and other school education staff to attend a course or undertake a job shadowing activity with a partner school in Europe. Deadlines will be available on the website.
Connecting Classrooms

Connecting Classrooms allows for intercultural dialogue through three-way partnerships between schools in sub-Saharan Africa and the UK. Each partnership consists of three clusters of three schools from the UK and two African countries.                      Deadline –  20 November 2007. 
Department for International Development – Global School Partnerships

DFID Global School Partnerships promotes partnerships between schools in the UK and schools in Africa, Asia, Latin America and the Caribbean. Up to £1,900 is available for schools in the early stages of school partnership. This grant allows at least one teacher from each school to visit their partner institutions. Up to £5,400 is available for more established partnerships looking to embed a global dimension in all partner schools through joint activities and projects. The next deadline for applications is 1 November 2007.
International School Linking Visits  

Grants are available for teachers and headteachers to undertake short visits to a partner school to set up a curriculum based partnership or to develop an existing link. Travel, board and lodging costs can be funded. Teachers from primary, secondary and special schools can apply. See website for details of forthcoming deadlines. 
International Joint Curriculum Projects
Grants are available to schools to work for 2-3 terms on a collaborative project with a partner school. 
Grants are also available for developing area partnerships, sending pupils on an immersion course, attending student or teacher conferences or hosting an overseas teacher.

CAFOD – Development Education Small Grants
Grants are available up to £3,000 to provide support for groups and organisations involved in global justice education work in England and Wales in order to further CAFOD’s strategic goals and education priorities. - exchanges involving young people who would not normally have such opportunities
- projects with evidence of real youth ownership and participation in planning
- programmes of joint activities with partner groups (not tours)
- exchange groups with 5-15 members, including leaders
- exchange programmes of 3 weeks duration
Long distance exchanges should be planned well in advance – at least 18 months should be allowed for the various stages of preparation. Each autumn CYEC invites applications for exchange grants for the following financial year.

This Foundation was established in 1972 by the Council of Europe to provide financial support for European youth activities. Franco-British Council School Sports Partnership Prize 
For the past eight years the Franco British Council has administered these prizes to primary, secondary and special schools to carry out sports projects with partner schools in France. Projects can involve any sport. Prize money can be used to create a real or virtual link between schools, perhaps including a visit to France or an exchange.
Prizes total £5,000. In 2005, for example, two awards were made – one for £3,000 and one for £2,000.
